





B Connect the Top Shelf to Side Panel

Install five Cam Posts (G1) into the threaded plastic inserts on the inside of Side Panel (A) with a
Phillips screwdriver. Reminder: Do not overtighten, as the plastic threads can be stripped.

Place two Cam Locks (G2) into the recessed holes on the underside of Top Shelf (B), and one
Cam Lock (G2) into the recessed hole on Hanger Hook Panel (E), all with the arrow facing the
closest edge.

Insert the Side Panel (A) Cam Posts into the holes on the short edge of the Top Shelf (B) and
Hanger Hook Panel (E), as shown. Insert the pre-installed wooden dowels on Crossbars (D) into
the corresponding holes on the inside of Side Panel (A).

Turn the Cam Locks clockwise with a Phillips screwdriver to lock the Top Shelf (B) onto the posts.
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a Connect the Bottom Shelf to Side Panel

Place two Cam Locks (G2) into the recessed holes on the underside of Bottom Shelf (C) with the
arrow facing the closest edge.

Attach the Bottom Shelf (C) onto the Cam Posts on the inside of the Side Panel (A), inserting the
pre-installed wooden dowels on Bottom Shelf (C) and Crossbars (D) into the corresponding holes
on the inside of Side Panel (A).

Turn the Cam Locks clockwise with a Phillips screwdriver to lock the Bottom Shelf (C) onto the posts.

Connect the other Side Panel

Install five Cam Posts (G1) into the threaded plastic inserts on the inside of the other Side
Panel (A) with a Phillips screwdriver. Reminder: Do not overtighten, as the plastic threads can
be stripped.

Place two Cam Locks (G2) into the recessed holes on the underside of Top Shelf (B) and
Bottom Shelf (C) and one Cam Lock (G2) into the recessed hole on Hanger Hook Panel (E),
all with the arrow facing the closest edge.

Insert the Side Panel (A) Cam Posts into the holes on the short edge of the Top Shelf (B),
Bottom Shelf (C) and Hanger Hook Panel (E), as shown. Insert the pre-installed wooden
dowels on Bottom Shelf (C) and Crossbars (D) into the corresponding holes on the inside of
Side Panel (A).

Turn the Cam Locks clockwise with a Phillips screwdriver to lock the Top Shelf (B)
onto the posts.

Two Adults Recommended:
